Economic Development allows her to network with Federal, State and Local governments to enhance Tribal and community needs, protecting the mission of the Washoe people to support Mother Earth, create workforce development for Tribal members and produce sustainable income from business opportunities. The ability to use Tribal Trust Land while partnering with Private Enterprise may require the Tribe to relinquish their Sovereign Immunity to create a successful opportunity.
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
